50-WORD SUMMARY This tutorial is designed for the beginning level of proficiency of learners of
Russian. It begins with a review of essential vocabulary (kHura, XXypHan, ypoKku,
My3biKa), and personal pronouns, followed by the introduction to the concept of
“conjugation” giving examples in English (go-goes). Then we demonstrate the
patterns of conjugation and verb-formation in Russian. We use Regular Russian
Verbs of 1-st Conjugation with vowel stem, such as genatb, UnTatb, cnywatb. Next
we include “Let’s practice” section to practice and exercise the targeted material.
This tutorial is accompanied by an exercise and a Quiz created in Hot Potatoes.
OBJECTIVE By the end of this tutorial the learners will be able to use a selected list of verbs of
action in present tense to talk about activities: acquire about people’s activities
and state what they do (are doing), understand the concept of conjugation and use
verbs-forms correctly in accordance with the person/people whose actions are
being described.
