· The paper should be at least 15 pages of text plus abstract, tables and graphs, appendices and references.
· Academic fraud, plagiarism or cheating will result in failure in course.

Content Directions:
Working in groups of 3 or 4 persons, prepare a consultant’s report to the Ministry of Health in a country (or region of a country) of your choice.  Undertake an analysis of its pharmaceuticals sector, using the framework described in the course, and provide recommendations for improvement.  The group will also make a class presentation and discussion on the report (the format for the presentation will be discussed during class).

The recommendations for action should focus on steps for the Ministry of Health and for at least one specific pharmaceuticals control agency in the country.  Recommendations should focus on options to improve the access to safe, effective, and affordable pharmaceuticals for underserved populations.
